“More than sixty years ago two boys were born
about twenty miles and three years apart in the State
of Wisconsin. They were destined to be thoroughly
American boys, but the parents of both were born in
Ireland. One became Lord Shaughnessy, the head
of the Canadian Pacific and the greatest power for good
today, both in war and peace, in the northern half
of the North American continent. The other was
Edward L. Doheny, lord of oil in the southwest of
North America. Shaughnessy and Doheny, al-
though born in the same state and so near each other,
and of parents from the Emerald Isle, never met
until within a year. Yet for many years Shaugh-
nessy had watched Doheny’s progress in the south-
west, for Shaughnessy wants oil in the future for

CALIFORNIA COSTS

In October last, wishing to know the California oil
situation, I telegraphed Mr. Doheny as he was coming
from Los Angeles, and joining with him a Saturday morn-
ing in Chicago, rode to Cleveland.

My problem then was the future of oil as affected by
California development. As we canvassed figures to.
gether I said: “Mr. Doheny, you will spend $40,000,000
here before the returns come in.” e

Mr. Doheny admitted that it might be that, and more.

I gave directions to my associates, who had already
personally canvassed the California oil fields, to watch
for Pan American financing and continue daily and weekly
reports of the California oil output, watching each of the
gusher fields that were then controlling the oil prices of
the world.

Under the most advantageous cond
tions that could exist—if it were all loose sand, high gz
pressure and light oil—it would take at least one well f¢
every ten acres; that is, 3,200 wells for the 32,000 acres.

“Under conditions which have thus far existed an
now exist, those wells will cost $30,000 or $40,000 to tk
well.

“Thirty-two hundred wells at $35,000 to the we
would represent an investment of more than a hundre
million dollars for the cost of the wells alone.

“In other words, to extract the oil a first investmer
| of a hundred million dollars is faced. No matter ho
| slowly or r{pidly these wells are drilled it ‘require
a fixed investment for transporting, refining and delive:
| ing on board ship, for which the sur: of $14,000,000 ha
been already expended.

“If the conditions which prevdiled in the Elk Hil
;Reserve No. 1 are different from those above set fortl
‘; in that the gas pressure may be relieved by outside dril
ling, the sand dense and the oil heavy, then to get tt
oil out would require more than one well for every te
acres, and may require two or three or four or even fir
wells for each ten acres, which means two.hundred, thr
hundred, four hundred, even five hundred million dolla
that may be required for the drilling of this property.

“It must always be borne in mind that within t!
boundary lines of the Naval Reserve a great deal
property is privately owned, and that all of the lan
adjacent to those boundary lines and outside of the
are also privately owned. ; i




“As these privately owned properties are drilled the
oil and gas pressure within the reserve are rapidly de-
| creased, and the number of wells, andl consequent cost
| that it will be necessary to drill on the reserve, increases
with the activity on the private property.

“Keeping these facts in mind you will understand

what is necessary to be done in order to realize the |

profit of a hundred million dollars which I said it was
fair to anticipate could be realized from the proper opera-
tion under the government leases. In a period of from
twenty to twenty-five years, by intelligent and business-

like handling, one who is willing to make an investment
of a minimum of, say, $125,000,000, with the understand-
ing that the possible maximum investment required may
be as much as $500,000,000, ought to be able to realize
the profit I have referred to.

“Such a profit in such a period of time, upon such an
investment, \vhen the attending risks are kept in mind, is
obviously not a great one.

“It might average $4,000,000 or even $5,000,000 per
annum after millions were invested—but no profit could be

realized until the investment was first returned.”

“In 1920 there were 20 or 25 wells drilled by private
parties on the northern boundary averaging 3,200 barrels
a day, some as high as 6,000 barrels. The next set of
wells to the north averaged 2,500 barrels a day. And this
| was while Daniels was Secretary. Denby immediately let

contracts for offsetting wells to the south, and they aven
aged at the same depth with just as effective wells only
265 barrels a day.

“The pressure was gone, the oil had to be pumped  amd
most of .the oil had been stolen.

“Now the lawyer for the Standard Oil appears in
Washington and says the drilling of the Naval Reserye
was illegal.

“If the Standard Oil and other private interests can
keep the government from drilling the Naval Reserve
they can take all the oil out of the government lands.

“There is no way for the government to protect it-
self and hold this oil in the ground unless it owns the
entire geological formation. What the government now has
is just a certain amount of land in the center of an oil
district surrounded on all sides by other people’s land
whence can be drained off the government oil. Indeed
tract of land within the Naval Reserve is not en"
owned by the government. It is honeycombed wi
vate interests.

NEVER ANOTHER LEASE AS GOO

“The oil can be taken away from the government on
every side and in the middle.

“The act of Congress gave the administration the
right to save the oil; otherwige it would have been stolen
by outsiders.

“We have spent $7,000,000 altogether on government
account in California. The cancellation of our oil leases.
would be good for the Standard Oil, but the govemmenf.
could not get as good a lease today as the one it now has

“The United States had five men at work on this leas;
besides the Secretaries of the Interior and the Navy. On.
the government forces were two admirals and two highly
technical men, including one geologist. We had two tech-

‘nical men and Anderson, our California man, But the

goverﬁment dictated the terms and the details.
“We have more than $22,000,000 invested in Cali-
fornia, mostly outside of the Naval Reserve.”

WAS WILSON WRONG?

I asked Mr. Doheny concerning his view of what
was going on at Washington, and he was just as frank
and spoke without reserve.

He said “a lot of people in this country are trying to
run the Ame_;can people off their feet. Is it to be main-
tained thag,/a lawyer cannot serve the government and
then latep” use his knowledge of government procedure
rivate practice?

” Death of Edward L. Doheny, Pioneer Oil Operator

Edward L. Doheny, pioneer oil operator, died at his home
in Los Angeles on Sept. 8 after a long illness. Mr. Doheny
was 19 years old. He was a co-discoverer of one of the first
oil fields in California, and was active in exploiting the oil
resources of that State and of Mexico. As a result of his
operations in Elk Hills, Cal., he was indicted in 1924 in con-
nection with naval reserve leases. Former Secretary of the
Interior Albert B. Fall was also indicted in the case, and
was convicted, but Mr. Doheny was acquitted. Funeral serv-
ices for the former oil operator were held in Los Angeles
Sept. 11.

A Dbrief biography of Mr. Doheny is given below, as con-
tained in the New York “Sun” of Sept. 9:

Mr. Doheny was born in a farmhouse near Fond du Lac, Wis., on Aug. 10
1856, the son of Edward Laurence Doheny, an immigrant Irishman. Gradu-
ated from high school at the age of sixteen, he started out with a pack on
his back to make his fortune in the world.

He was 40 years old and had wandered abcut the country for more than
twenty years before he really made a “stake.” During this time he had
studied geology, mining and law and had prospected for gold and silver.

From his first success with an oil well his fortune grew by leaps and
bounds, and even though he suffered enormous losses in late years he was
rated at his death one of the country’s most wealthy men. With all his
wealth, however, he often told friends that he was happiest when he was
digging for gold with a pick and shovel in the desert regions of the
Southwest.

Throughout his early prospecting days he made but a meager living, and
finally, at the age of 40, turned up in Los Angeles broke. A short time
later he hunted up his former gold prospecting partner, Charles A. Canfield,
and they bought a lot and started another prospecting venture—this time
for “black gold.” At first they had only picks and shovels and had to quit
when they had gone down 155 feet.

Banker Made Small Loan

A skeptical banker finally made them a small loan, and with better equip-
ment they resumed digging. At 600 feet they struck oil, the first oil well
on the Pacific Coast. Later they discovered the famous Orange county field.

Mr. Doheny was led to wealth in Mexico by Indian guides with whom he
treked through coastal jungles- to bubbling springs of oil and gas in almost
impenetrable swamps. He began that development by buying up 500,000
acres of prospective oil lands and placing 500,000 acres more under option.
When he was ready to launch production, he organized a $10,000,000 company
and went at it on a big scale.

In 1918 the Doheny oil wells produced a total of 24,000,000 barrels of
oil, and the rate of production hovered around that figure for many years.
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
